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A history of the
community

In 1891, O.M. Carter and a corps of
forward-thinking investors formed the
Omaha and South Texas Land
Company to develop a new type of
town that would change the way peo-
ple lived and worked. They called
their enterprise “Houston Heights,” a
name which capitalized on its geo-
graphical elevation, a full 23 feet
higher than the mosquito-infested
downtown Houston.

A marvel of its time, curious visitors
piled onto streetcars to experience
Carter’s utopian vision. From its
grand Victorian houses to modest
turn-of-the-century cottages to thriv-
ing industrial and business dis-
tricts, this planned community
offered something for everyone.

Houston Heights operated as a
separate city from 1896, until it
was annexed by the city of
Houston in 1918. Having survive
a slow decline in the 1940s, wh
the exodus to the suburbs bega
Houston Heights today has undt
gone dramatic revitalization,
attracting families and young pre
fessionals who value its architec
tural distinction and inner-loop
location.

Association has worked for the
redevelopment of the historic Heights
neighborhood.

HHA owns and maintains Marmion
Park and the Heights Playground in
Donovan Park, both on the east side
of Heights Boulevard, for the enjoy-
ment of the entire community. And
although it is owned by the City of
Houston, HHA assisted the communi-
ty in raising more than $500,000 to
upgrade and enhance Milroy Park,
which is located on the west side of
Yale and 12th streets.

Houston park, is the 60-foot wide
esplanade that serves as the gateway
to the historic neighborhood. During
2003, a major renovation of Heights
Boulevard was completed with hard-
scapes and landscapes. HHA has
made an ongoing commitment to
maintain Heights Boulevard so resi-
dents and visitors alike can enjoy the
green space.

As a part of the continuing effort to
maintain the architectural integrity of
the community, HHA recognizes resi-
dents and businesses with annual
awards for outstanding restoration and
new construction.
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Shaping the future of
the neighbor hood

Over the years, a variety of projects
and services have helped to foster a
sense of community among the
diverse segments of the neighbor-
hood. For instance, the HHA
Education Committee has raised more
than $500,000 in grants to assist area
schools with special programs to aid
and educate under-privileged youth,
provide after school support, and
endow teacher training.

Also, block-by-block deed restrictions
began in the late 1970s, with the goal
of preserving the historic nature of the
Houston Heights area by reducing the
destruction of historical homes.
Currently, more than 1,000 properties
are deed restricted, and HHA recently
revised the restrictions to prevent
townhouse construction and encour-
age preservation of the few remaining
larger lots in the area. HHA is also
providing support for blocks filing
under the city’s new lot size and
building set-back ordinances.
